The Fort Michilimackinac Pageant, Inc. is a non-profit 
group whose sole purpose is to re-create and promote 
the rich history of the Straits region. The period clothing 
and weapons that you see in the pageant are as authentic  
as possible according to available records. While some members 
of the cast make and own their own clothing and have invested 
a great deal of time, money and research on them, other cast 
members look to the Pageant committee for the period clothing 
and accessories.

While waiting for the pageant to begin you can enjoy a narrated 
fashion show of clothing styles and accessories worn during 
this period. You will hear detailed descriptions of clothing and 
lifestyles of the Rogers Rangers, the British, the French, and the 
Native Americans.

You will meet the famous Native American chiefs: Minavavana 
(Jeff Alexander) and Matchekewis (Mike Tracy) of the visiting 
Ojibwa tribe and Wawatam (Ken Pallagi) of the local Chippewa 
tribe

Following what is known in America as the French and Indian 
War with the British, the fort comes under the rule of the English. 
They treat the Natives as servants and do not present them with 

gifts, as was the custom of their former friends, the French. The great 
Ottawa Chief Pontiac calls for a war council and devises a scheme 
for each tribe in his domain. The actions are aimed at annihilating the 
British outposts in the Northwest. The pageant attempts to re-create 
this area’s historical connection to Pontiac’s Conspiracy. 

This scheme leads to the playing of an apparently innocent game 
of baggataway at the fort, where great numbers of Natives have 
assembled outside the fort’s wall. The British soldiers garrisoned 
at the fort are politely invited to watch the game. The natives’ 
plan is simple, yet calculating. In spite of the warm weather on 
the fateful morning of June 2, 1763, the Native American women 
appear wearing blankets over their clothing. Their heavy blankets 
conceal weapons of battle to be provided to the braves when the 
fighting begins. The Natives plan to gain entrance to the fort 
during the game. The first time the ball goes over the wall it is 
retrieved by British guardsmen. The second time the ball goes 
over, a few braves are permitted to enter and retrieve the ball. 
The third time, the Natives will enter, capture the soldiers and 
take over the fort.

Will the plot succeed?
